MSGC ESMD Internship Program Purpose:

The purpose of MSGC’s ESMD Internship program is to provide productive research and education experiences to Maine undergraduate engineering students at Maine technology firms conducting research and development in alignment with ESMD’s research areas. Internship opportunities are only available for a 10-week period during the summer. Upon completing an internship, students will be required to participate in outreach efforts and in particular make presentations on their experiences to high schools students in the state.
With this program support, students will:

· Actively participate in a viable research and/or technology project at a Maine technology firm

· Be paid a minimum $4,500 stipend to participate in this program.
· Provide MSGC with a brief weekly update of his/her progress during the length of the internship (if participating during the academic year, this will be a brief monthly update) 

· Submit a final report after completion of his/her internship experience
· Agree to present to high school students, MSGC board and affiliate members and, if applicable conduct media interviews upon completion of the internship 
· Keep MSGC updated on current contact information and inform MSGC of his/her progress for a minimum of 5 years after the completion of the program, or until he/she reaches the workforce
Eligibility and Evaluation Criteria:

For a student to be eligible for an ESMD Internship, students must meet these criteria
· Be a US citizen
· Be classified a rising junior or senior after the spring of 2010
· Have a minimum 3.0 GPA on a 4.0 Scale

· Be enrolled full time at the University of Maine, the University of Southern Maine or the Maine Maritime Academy
· Be pursuing a career in an engineering discipline
Host requirements and optional support:
MSGC requires that host organizations provide students with a research and educational experience consistent with the intent of this program, and that they provide students with appropriate resources and reference material if applicable, to conduct the work expected in the internship.   
Each student will receive a minimum stipend of $4,500 by MSGC.  Companies are encouraged (but not required) to provide an additional $2,000 per student (or an amount that it feels comfortable with) to augment the student stipend.  
Host companies must assign a mentor to each student.
Review Process and Deadline for Submission:

Each student application package will be independently reviewed by MSGC’s review board and will be initially paired with a host company, based upon student qualification, interest and company needs as reported to MSGC (company form attached below).  Selected student application packages will be forwarded onto host company representatives for review.  Host company representative will determine which students to interview and through MSGC will schedule interviews with said selected students.  Host companies will make its final decision on which student, or students it wishes to offer an internship to, and will communicate this to MSGC who will make the official offer to the student or students.
